Looking at the decades of
tradition and history behind the Kibitizer, one of the finest
publications produced by any Region or Division, | only hope |
am able to continue the excellence and high standards set by
all my predecessors when they were Kibitzer Editor.

This issue features photos from the Des Moines and Turkey
Creek model contests. The number of entries in model
contests seems to have declined in recent years. Although
there were many excellent entries in the structure/diorama
categories at Atlanta (like the Best of Show NYC module
shown here), the other categories had only a limited number
of entries. You don't have to be a model expert to enter a
contest, just build a model of something you like and bring it
with you! The true fun of a contest is in sharing your work
and interests with others.

I maybe had a little too much fun in the contest room at
Atlanta. | can now proudly say I have won first place in an
NMRA National Contest. However | did it by bringing a ten
gallon aquarium, filling it with water, and sinking a model
Arch and a section of track with a BN train at the bottom.
“Riverfront Modeling (circa 1993)" won the “thumbs” award.
You don't have to scratchbuild a Big Boy to participate in
contests. Bring your favorite photos or slides, enter a model
you have built, kitbashed, custom painted, or detailed. Since
my good fortune, | know of two St. Louis modelers who are
now inspired with their own “thumbs” entries for Long Beach.

I always enjoy layout tours. Each layout is a new opportunity
to get ideas for my own layout (which is still in the planning
stages), or to discover new modeling tips or techniques. For
instance, on the Des Moines & Point of Rocks, a typical city
street crosses over the tracks and curves to the left in front of
the background - only you don't notice it is a background. In
this scene, model structures are carefully combined with
photographs of real structures to provide a route for the road
into the background.

Many of the layouts in Atlanta had multiple decks and sound
systems. Two levels allow for a longer mainline run, which is
either better for watching trains or increases the distance
between towns. Many MCoR modelers are also using
multiple levels, and | plan to present article(s) in a future
issue with useful hints and techniques when including this
feature in your layout. If you have, or are planning, a
multi-deck layout, please write me with your experiences.
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Phil Sheahan, aka. the “Wizard of the Yellow Box,” will also be
sharing his finishing and detailing techniques in a new
column starting next issue on “Details.” Phil always brings at
least one new, immaculately assembled craftsman kit to each
model contest he attends. Afraid to open the box on one of
those very expensive kits you purchased? Then you need to
read Phil’s article next issue.

Details set the scene, and | hope to offer a number of easy
projects on detailing and finishing in upcoming issues (that is
a hint, please write an article!). For instance, the Rangers at
the Blue Heron Mine in Kentucky may need some help. They
sure haven't figured out this “weathering thing” for their mine.
No, this is not a model, this is a real 12" to the foot mine run
by the Parks Service and is located at the end of a scenic
railroad. We will look at modeling details needed to add a
“scenic branchline” to your layout in upcoming issue.

Next issue also sees the return of Richard Wholf's 1:64

column, another installment of Patrick Lana’s “N Visible,”
more railfanning and AP wisdom with AP Chair Brad Joseph,
and an excellent beginner’s electronics project by Richard
Napper, MMR. Also look for product reviews, including ones
on the new Intermountain HO couplers and an imported
etched brass windmill kit available in multiple scales.

In other news, Richard Lake is now the Region Member Aid
chair, his address is in the front of this issue. There also
seems to be a curse on published dates for St. Louis Division
events. The correct date for the 1996 Regional is June 27-30

in Collinsville, IL (which is a few minutes east of downtown
St. Louis). The date was wrong on the back of the last issue.
Also, the Gateway Division Fall Meet is Oct. 14-15, it was
wrong in The Handcar you just received in September.

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The Last Granger
Railroad

With the 1995 Mid-Continent Region Convention in Des
Moines, lowa, | had given some thought to spending some
time on the Chicago & Northwestern mainline. All winter |
looked at maps, read stories, and looked at photos of
locations in the hope | could devote a day or two before or
after the Convention to photography. Then came what Pacific
Railnews called the “stealth merger” - Friday, March 10, 1995.
With that news, the MCoR lost an old friend. While the C&RNW
was headquartered in Chicago and served ten states, it was
lowa’s railroad.

This was the last granger railroad in the United States,
excluding new regionals spawned by the past decades’
consolidations. It was the Chicago Great Western and
Minneapolis & St. Louis incarnate, and for me it would always
conjure up images of endless grain trains crossing the
Hawkeye State, much like they had for the last one hundred,
thirty-six years.

So as the spring of 1995 wore on, the MCoR meet in Des
Moines became the secondary reason for my visit to lowa.
First and foremost was now the opportunity, perhaps my last,
to record the C&NW on film and tape. Leaving after work, and
driving all night long from St. Louis, | had lots of time to reflect
on why the C&NW had such a unique personality. The all
night trip was necessary to get to the Kate Shelley Bridge near
Boone at dawn when light would be best. Perhaps the Kate
Shelley story was one of the reasons for the inordinate
following this railroad enjoyed.

Westbound stack train at the Kate Shelley bridge west of Boone, lowa,
crossing the Des Moines river. South of here was the original bridge
washed away in the flood. To get the proper lighting, an all night
drive was necessary from St. Louis. 6/15/95.

Many of you know the story - | had it read to me countless
times as a child, and | don’t know how many times | have
read it to my daughters Whitney and Carolyn. In 1901, a
twelve year old girl saved a passenger train from running off
the flood-ravaged Des Moines River bridges near Moingona,

lowa, a spot several miles south of the high bridge on today’s
mainline. How many railroad bridges that you are aware of
today have such a story behind them?

Perhaps it was the never say die attitude the railroad
displayed in their determined entry into the big money Power
River Basin coal game. During a mid-70’s bid to reduce
reliance on seasonal grain traffic, the CRNW inked an
agreement with the BN to build a new railroad to tap the low
sulfur coal deposits in Wyoming. The BN tried of waiting to
see the cash. The Northwestern just could not raise the funds
needed to renovate their line across Nebraska (the “Cowboy
Line") to handle the traffic, but they did not give up. In a
move that today seems ironic, they formed a partnership with
the UP and began hauling almost 50% of the coal, much to
BN'’s chagrin.

Of course, the UP has been important to the C&NW for a long
time. In fact, their fortunes have been intertwined ever since
the city fleet was shifted from the rails of the Milwaukee Road
along with UP’s Chicago bound freight business. Lots of
people forget that the UP did not directly serve Chicago until
the MoPac merger, but had run from Council Bluffs over the
CMSTP&P or C&NW.

| feel that one of the most interesting things about the
Northwestern was its recent motive power moves. They
operated a beautiful executive F-unit fleet for several years.
They maintained and shopped their GP7s and GP9s unlike
most Class 1s, and they also fielded the world’s most modern
power, the AC4400CWs - what a combination! In fact, it was
such a combination that | photographed on the “Spine Line”
during the Des Moines meet.

The “Spine Line"” was the Chicago, Rock Island and Pacific's
route from the Twin Cities to Kansas City, and in 1980, when
they shut down operations C&NW leased, then purchased it.
On a hot June day at Marshaltown, train MTMCA-Marshaltown
to Mason City local rolled west out of the yards for the
junction with the “Spine Line” in Nevada with an AC unit
sandwiched by two geeps. Now that is homespun railroading
for a Class 1! 1 would sure like to know what the engineer of

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that train thought having to ride in the geep with that million
dollar unit right behind.

The Chicago & Northwestern always had a backroads, small
town friendliness to it that | can't describe any better than the
photo of Douglas Wessling. | came across him cutting the
park at Grand Junction, lowa, while the “Rolfe Branch way
freight” rolled by. The combination of tractors and C&NW
power looked just right. Grain elevators are never too far
from trackside in lowa either, witness the scene at Scranton.
Even though the eastbound train was hauling Power River
coal, | couldn't resist the shot.

Like | said earlier, the MCoR has lost a friend. If you get the
opportunity to spend some time trackside before they go
away forever, take it! The new mega railroads created in the
past years somehow are much more impersonal than those
warm lowa days this past summer near Des Moines.

Trustee Report from
Atlanta

As kind of my last act | thought | would share with you my
impressions of the National Trustees’ meeting which was held
prior to this year's National Convention in Atlanta. | realize
that what goes on at these meetings doesn’t buy you one
more thing for your layout, but believe me, the NMRA does
provide a benefit that without its existence you would
eventually discover the role it plays in your hobby.

The NMRA is what gives the local modeler clout with
manufacturers, distributors and other vendors. It can be the
glue that holds everyone together, and makes it possible for
us to operate together. And whether we ever operate on one
another’s layout really isn't the point. Ask yourself, why would
| ever care to go to a swap meet if | knew that | couldn’t find
something that | knew | could take home and put on my
layout? (Larry Long wouldn’t have made a sale at the Turkey
Creek meet if his cars were not compatible with my railroad).
Does that make sense?

Okay, so the NMRA really is there for us, but what do the
Trustees do? Well, this year we had a pretty easy time of it.
We only spent probably 25 hours dealing with issues over a
two and a half day period. | understand there have been
times when meetings lasted a lot longer. Could this mean
that President Bob Charles just runs a really efficient meeting?

By the way, we trustees have been told we have a fiduciary
responsibility regarding what goes on at these board
meetings. Hopefully what I'm sharing won't betray that.

We started on Friday, July 14 with a session that consisted of a
report from Job Prak on the survey he had conducted about
the good and the bad of the NMRA, its programs, services,
etc. People surveyed were past, present, and non-members.
The results were enlightening. As with anyone with 20/20
hindsight and the ability to second guess, there were some
things | would have liked to have seen covered, but maybe in
the next survey. Over the next year Job will be sharing the
details and meaning of the results in articles in The Bulletin.

On Saturday morning we met in caucuses to discuss the areas
we had been assigned. | was on the Operations Committee
dealing with the headquarters. This is chaired by Allen
Pollock. That afternoon, we convened in regular session and
the usual reports and motions were presented.

The NMRA is ever mindful of its financial responsibilities to be
as frugal as possible. The budget has been reduced by
$94,000 by the Executive Director. There are plans to replace
the outdated computer equipment. With a new PC in the
E.D!s office, data will eventually be transferable to the
Regions.

The new “Caboose Country” book is out and expected to
generate more non-dues income. More ideas are being
sought. Another item that is, or will be, available will be
custom-printed “stock certificates” for your pike.
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Work is being done on Insurance coverage as the NMRA
develops a plan to provide full liability protection for local
clubs, divisions and regions. The cost will hopefully be
between $100 and $200 a year with a considerable discount
for 100% NMRA clubs.

The Library 500 program has been resurrected and will be
used to reduce the principal on the headquarters’ mortgage.
The Annual Development Fund has been established to add
moneys to the general fund for reduction of any deficit or
increasing surplus.

There was a lot of housekeeping motions at this year's
meeting that dealt with the Executive Handbook. There was
one that would have created a one time only charge of $3,
called a “processing fee”, for new members. This was not
approved. The rationale was that a new member receives
quite a packet of material that has a cost to create and mail.
The $3 would have covered that initial expense and left the
full dues to use on regular programs.

Additional member benefits are being developed. The
Bulletin editor has set up a means for each region, on
scheduled months, to share news items. Allen Pollock wants
to develop a program that will generate 500 new youth
members by 2000. Right now we have 230, so let's see what
we can do to make this a reality. A representative from the
TAMR made a presentation that proved that not all of our
youth are into computer games.

The Services Department announced that two more Heritage
Collection cars will becoming. The modeler and railroad were
not announced.

Membership Chairman Jack Wall gave an inspirational talk
about the need to promote more members. This is every
member’s mission. What if each of us brought in at least one
new member in the next year? The NMRA and MCoR would
be better for it.

We bid adieu to long time AP Chairman Rick Shoup. He has
been replaced by Pete Moffet, MMR.

Finally, we received bids from San Diego and San Jose for the
right to host the National Convention in 2000. San Jose had
really done their homework and already had their
organization in place, something like 60 model railroads lined
up to tour. The presentation by San Diego was a video that
was very professionally done. Either city would have been an
excellent choice, there was a lot of discussion, but in the end
San Jose won.

Our own Gateway Division was mightily represented by a
large contingent wearing their red tee shirts and caps. They
sat through nearly all of the meetings and during a break
surprised all the trustees with a cold bottle of Bud or Busch, a
2-bay hopper custom decaled for 2001, some candy and
Tums, and a pamphlet suggesting St. Louis be the site for
2001: A Rail Odyssey. | believe the rest of the trustees and
officers were very impressed.

I've enjoyed the opportunity to represent MCoR and
encourage everyone to get involved in the area, division and
region activities. | keep telling you about friends you make
and as proof one more time | share with you my surprise
when Clark Kooning MMR, the Niagara Frontier trustee, made
me an honorary Canadian and presented me with a pin of the
Canadian flag after spending so much time with him, Frank
Gerry (Thousand Lakes trustee) and Steve Stark (Canadian
trustee).

Thanks again to everyone for the memories.

VEHICLES (PART 5) OTHER SOURCES

So far in this series I've covered examples of model railroad
accessories and model kits. I'm going to cover other sources
first, skipping toys for the moment. | want to save my favorite
source to last.

Games are a good source. The pickups in Photo #1 came
from Game of The States. The “stock” from-the-box pickup is
on the left and while the other two are my reworked pickups.
Basically, | just added Assembly Line (another game having
many good auto parts) wheels and windows, and painted the
bodies. Using game pieces can be hazardous. The kids put up
a fuss when they heard | was going to use their game pieces,
so | had to make sure they could still use the pieces even if
they were on my railroad.

Can you find the three types of game pieces in Photo #2
above? Take a minute before reading on...

In the middle of Photo #2 is one of the Game of the States
pickups. Of course, the load of STEWART RACING TEAM cars
are actually cars from the MONOPOLY Game painted to
represent car colors and numbers of a friend’s dirt racers. Did

you find the third game piece? It's the “Lone Ranger” game
piece from MONOPOLY to the rear of the pickup and above
the small grain bin. Also, note the Atlas short piggyback
chassis to the left of the car carrier, made into a flatbed trailer
by just adding a load. This conversion was covered in the first
part of this series.

Photo #3 shows other items | picked up from other sources:
The Jeep, which is still “stock”, is from a CRACKER JACK'S box,
The flatbed and tank truck are “treats” found inside POST
CEREAL in the late 1950'S, the covered truck was on a key
chain from a hotel VENDING MACHINE and the combine is
built from scratch with paper and balsa.

The point here is to keep your eyes peeled for vehicles that
will fit your scale. Normally, | look for wheel size—in N scale
anything less than about an 1/8 inch in diameter may work
for trucks. That is how | happened on to my favorite source,
toys, which I'll cover next time.

By using various charts, Jim was
able to flow various design criteria down a path to end up
with something that fulfilled most of his desires for the layout.

I've had lots of positive feedback from attendees.

Of course, the show floor was packed with great deals from
numerous vendors. With almost 10,000 square feet of stuff
for sale, anyone there was sure to find something they
needed, | know | did!

I think almost every contest category was represented. As
usual, the caliber of model building skill in our Region was
clearly seen on the tables.

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The Grand Tour
by Richard Lake

“I just got back from Atlanta.” For the last ten days most of
my conversations with friends, co-workers and model
railroaders has begun with that sentence. |1 am sure it will
wear off eventually, but right now (the end of July), the
experience of attending my first NMRA National Convention is
a powerful force in my thinking and conversations.
Crossroads Atlanta was a super experience and the Atlanta
Convention team did a superb job of putting it together and
making everything work. | am sure there were problems and
glitches somewhere, but | didn’t encounter any of them. The
only problem was so much to do, so much to see, and so
little time in which to do it. Fortunately Venita (my wife) is a
serious model railroader and so we managed to do double
duty on clinics. Now all that has to happen is she has to
decipher my notes (hers are always clear). The clinicians
were outstanding, the layouts were well worth the bus rides,
and the Train Show was expensive, but | have some Christmas
shopping done for Venita and | believe she has some done for
me. The convention was great but the purpose of this article
is to share something | discovered thanks to Richard
Schumacher. That discovery is the Layout Design Special
Interest Group (LDSIG).

I had been told | should join the LDSIG but hadn’t done so.
Coming back from a layout tour Richard asked if | was going
on the LDSIG layout tour. | am not shy about asking “dumb”
questions, so | asked what it was and why | should go. His
answer made me want to go. | signed up for the tour and am
-glad 1 did.

The tour cost $15 with seven layouts and a barbecue dinner.
It began about 1:30 p.m. and we didn't get back to the hotel
until about 11:45 p.m. The tour is done by car pools with
anyone willing to drive and having space to take those
without cars. The obvious advantage of this approach is that
there are fewer people at any one layout and you get the
chance to look at things much more closely and without the
rush of a bus tour. And, what layouts. They were all great. In
fact, two LDSIG layouts were featured on one bus tour that
was sold out before | registered for Atlanta. Three of the
seven have been featured in the last four months in national
magazines - Danby, Ludlow & Springfield (Railmodel Journal,
April 1995), Brandywine and Benedictine (Model Railroader,
May 1995), and Clinchfield RR (Model Railroader, June 1995).
Also about half of the articles in Model Railroad Planning
1995 are by LDSIG members. The layouts are even better in
person than in the photographs. The LDSIG tour gave me a
chance to talk to the builders and get ideas about design and
operation that are really going to help as Venita and | finalize
the design of our own layout.

There was a lot of variety in size, construction technique,
control systems and operations. Staging yards, helix,
walkaround control, command control, hand laid rail and
switches; the list could go on and on - but in all cases it was
easy to see the planning, work and skill that contributed to

these layouts. The LDSIG advertises their tour as the best of
the best. After going, | am convinced they were not
exaggerating.

There was an unexpected bonus for me on this tour. At John
Travis’ Johnston & Gerryville, someone handed me a throttle
and said, “That's your train coming out of the tunnel. Follow
it.” The J&G is a big walkaround layout in two rooms using
CTC80 with a computer interface to assign wireless infrared
throttles. | managed to make two full circuits and kept my
train on the rails. What a treat for someone who has a
closetful of equipment and no layout.

By now you should get the idea that this was a great layout
tour and reason enough to join the LDSIG. But there are a
host of reasons beyond the National Convention tour for
joining the LDSIG. Whether you are in the early stages of
designing a layout, or just looking for ways to improve your
existing one, this group has a lot to offer. There is a
publication, Layout Design News, with articles on design,
freelancing, themes, scenery, etc. The publication is all
volunteer, so publication is irregular, but membership is for a
cycle of four issues. If it takes a year, 172 years, or more, you
are a member in good standing until you have received four
mailings. Back issues are available at reasonable cost. |
picked up the June 1992 issue, a special on freight yards. |
have been having a hard time figuring out what to do about
yards and how to fit them into my concept. This issue is
going to make my life a whole lot easier.

Another reason to consider joining the LDSIG is the network
of support it offers. If you have questions, these people are
willing and eager to help. When you join you get a list of
LDSIG members with addresses. Venita and | are going to the
Rock Island Technical Society meeting in Topeka, Kansas over
Labor Day. | know there is a LDSIG member there and | plan
to contact him before we leave.

If you have any interest in improving your layout’s design,
making it more real, and/or enhancing your operation, | don't
think you can go wrong by joining the LDSIG. The cost is a
very reasonable $15. You get four publications, a support
network, and the next time you go to a National Convention
be sure you sign up for the LDSIG layout tour. | plan to make
the tour next year at Long Beach. To join, send a check for

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Operation Department
by Bob Amsler

Welcome to a new column in the Kibitzer. This column is
devoted to operation on the railroad and how we modelers
can emulate it. | would appreciate any information, questions
or corrections anyone has regarding operations or this
column. You can contact me at my address in the Call Board.

| was recently reviewing Model Railroad Planning 1995 when
I noticed a common theme in the articles that was not as
obvious as the theme of junctions. | realized that these
articles were really discussing ways to slow down the pace of
the trains in a prototypical manner. Now, pacing devices
seem to be used and thought of more in the planning stages
of railroads. They allow operators more prototypical time to
complete switching chores as well as provide for longer runs
for mainline engineers. If you are modeling dark territory,
then these devices also allow more time to write flimsies
(Form 19s and 31s). The trend is to run fast time in a 6:1 or
3:1 or slower ratio. | remember reading about one modeler
who runs his “fast” time at 1:1. This not only allows for more
time to carry out prototypical operations but also allows
individuals to forget about the hectic work day by not
requiring the same pace in an operating session. Yet, there
still is a time factor and the requirement to move freight. The
pacing device plays a part in this scheme of slowing down the
pace.

For instance, Bill Darnaby was using junctions on his
unsignaled Maumee Route pike. The territory is dark and
requires a timetable and train orders for movement.
However, writing these orders takes time. In addition,
switching moves happen in a prototypical time period as
opposed to a model train taking five minutes or less to reach
the next town. To help with this problem Bill put
approximately nine crossings on his layout - all at grade.
These crossings, when red, require that the trains approaching
them slow and stop. He also installed an electronic device
which senses the approaching train and runs a simple test
that will either set the signals to red or will allow the train to
go through the crossing. The gizmo simply flips an electronic
coin to determine whether the crossing is occupied by the
other railroads train. Bill calls such things a pacing device.

The Atlantic Great Eastern, owned and operated by John
Ozanich, uses a steep grade over the Mahoosic Notch as a
pacing device. Uphill trains require the use of a helper to
climb this hill. This means that the train must stop twice:
once at the foot of the grade for a helper to cut into the train;
and, a second time at the summit for the helper to cut out of
the train and to reassemble it. This also requires an air brake
test before the train can leave the bottom of the grade and
before it can continue on after reaching the top of the grade.
Likewise, trains going downhill must set air brake retainers at
the summit and must release them at the foot of the hill. The
downhill train must also allow the wheels and brakes to cool
before proceeding. All of these actions take time. A good
article appeared in the November 1994 issue of Model

Railroader which discussed the air brake system history, how
the system works, and how we can model it. Please see that
article about further information on air brakes.

Think about other pacing devices that could exist on a
railroad. Some bridges have speed restrictions. This could
cause a train to slow down. A slow order for a stretch of track
that the gandy dancers are working on would also slow down
the pace. Many more daily chores on the railroad can be
simulated on the model pike and these would slow down the
pace of the operating session.

I would like to hear from some of you and any pacing devices
you use on your layout. | promise to let others know about
those devices that modelers tell me about. In addition, for
anyone who works on the railroad, please let me know what
things that can be easily modeled slow down your everyday
activities.

The Gateway Division’s Fall Meet
(October 14 & 15) will feature some great ideas and | hope
they will inspire you to enter. First, there will be a
participation award for each category. the more entries you
bring, the more chances you name will be drawn. They have
also enlisted the support of the St. Louis Metro Area business
community to sponsor new special awards. Three of these
awards will be 12-year traveling plaques. The winner will
have possession for a year and then the plaque will be passed
on - they will get another certificate to keep. The Gateway
Western Railway will sponsor a “Railroading in the Modern
Age” plaque for any 1990 or newer piece of rolling stock.
Marvin’s Camera Store will sponsor an “Excellence in Railroad
Photography” plaque. WHGK Architects will sponsor a “WHGK
Model Architecture” award for structures. Also featured will
be the “Private Car Limited Varnish Award"” for best passenger
car, sponsored by a nationally-known railroad memorabilia
dealer.

The meeting was called to order at 10:00 a.m. at the Holiday
Inn-Airport, Des Moines, lowa on June 16, 1995 with the
following board members, department heads, and division
superintendents in attendance:

Opening remarks, introductions and a call for proxies was
made by the President. Robertson presented proxy for Flynn.
Marquess presented proxy for Knost. Warden presented proxy
for Johnson. Windsor presented proxy for Buswell.

1. A motion was made by Long and seconded by Thomas to
waive the reading of the minutes and accept as written. The
motion passed unanimously.

2. The Treasurer's report was submitted by C. Vandevoort and
distributed. A motion was made by Goaring and seconded by
Thomas to amend the Proposed 1995-1996 Budget to include
the sales income from the cars at $400 per quarter (rather
than $150). The motion passed unanimously.

3. A motion was made by Goaring and seconded by
Schumacher to accept the Treasurer’s report. The motion
passed unanimously.

4. Sales Tax/501 (c), 3 status was presented by Amsler, Jr.
and Williams. Amsler volunteered to fill out the application if
C. Vandevoort will fill out financial portions.

5. A petition to form the CD&M Division of Southeast lowa
was presented by Nathan. A motion was made by Nathan
and seconded by Windsor to accept the petition with
boundaries to be finalized in the Mid-year BOD after
consultation with the Fallen Flags Division. The motion
passed unanimously.

6. Written Director's reports were distributed by the President.

7. Department reports were presented by attending
department heads. Under department reports,

A) Long announced his resignation as Editor of the Caboose
Kibitzer. Windsor asked that anyone interested in the Editor
position to contact him.

B) Williams presented MCoR membership list and asked the
Directors to contact those names marked as not members of
the NMRA.

C) Schumacher noted that the Member Aid Chair had
received no requests.

D) Lana presented the MCoR Public Relations Conductor’s
report on behalf of Jack Ferris. Only four of the divisions have
turned in names for divisional conductors. Ferris hopes to
contact each division by July 1 to recruit conductors.

E) Windsor presented the draft MCoR Convention
Guidelines on behalf of David Halpern. A motion was made
by Windsor and seconded by Nathan to include the
Convention Guidelines as part of Executive Guidelines. The
motion passed unanimously.

F) Shook presented the Little Rock Area bid for the 1997
MCoR Regional Convention. A motion was made by Shook
and seconded by Goaring to accept the bid from Little Rock
and hold the 1997 Convention in Little Rock. The motion
passed unanimously.

G) Additional written Department reports were distributed
by the President.

8. Committee reports were presented by attending
committee chairs. Under committee reports,

A) Harriman announced his resignation as AP Chair effective
June 16, 1995. He recommended Brad Joseph be appointed
as the new AP Chair. Williams accepted Harriman's
resignation, stating that Harriman had done an outstanding
job (probably “the best in the world”) and that Joseph is the
new AP Chair.

B) K.Vandevoort, Sales Manager, reported that the N scale
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cars had been produced and were being shipped this week.
Micro-Trains would be advertising them in their sales flyer.
The car will sell for $17 to members and $19 to
non-members. The MCoR will wholesale the cars to divisions
on 30 day terms, for $15 to be sold at the above prices.

C) Robertson, Ballot Committee Chair, reported that as of
June 14th, 1995 there were 247 ballots cast for the offices of
the MCoR and a constitutional change. Six of the ballots were
not valid because of postmarks later than June 1, 1995. 241
ballots were then counted with the following results: For
President: Windsor- 232, Duley- 1, S. Miller- 1, B. Miller- 1,
McCurdy- 1. For Vice President: Lana- 138, Hardy- 97,
McCurdy- 4. For Secretary: S. Miller- 66, Napper- 173. For
Treasurer: C. Vandevoort- 232, Hardy- 1. For Constitutional
Change: Yes- 239, No- 2. Therefore, the newly elected
President is Windsor, Vice President is Lana, Secretary is
Napper, Treasurer is Vandevoort, and the constitutional
change passed. A motion was made by Robertson and
seconded by Thomas to destroy all ballots. The motion
passed unanimously.

9. Under Old Business,

A) No report was presented by the Introductory
Membership Committee. However, Windsor reported an
independent study as requested by the President. He
submitted the following changes for consideration:
Constitution Article II-Section 1 - Membership and Dues be
amended to add: F. Associate Membership: Any person
whether or not a member of the NMRA may become an
Associate Member of the MCoR upon payment to the
Secretary of the MCoR annual dues equal to the same
amount as a regular Membership. An Associate Membership
is available for the first year and can never be renewed or
reinstated as an Associate Membership. In addition, Bylaws
Article lll-section 1 Membership and Dues to be changed to:
Section 1. Regular membership shall be granted ... A motion
was made by Vandevoort and seconded by Schumacher to
accept the proposals and submit them to the membership for
approval. The motion passed unanimously.

B) Schumacher presented the Financial Aid Committee
report and recommendations. A motion was made by
Schumacher and seconded by Marquess that the Region shall
offer seed money of $100 or less to a group starting a new
Division, or a newly formed Division, for the purposes of
assisting with initial Division start-up cost such as
incorporation and postage. The funds shall be provided if
requested by the Division or group starting a Division. The
Division or group shall pay back the seed funds within three
years or less. Discussion followed. The motion passed
unanimously.

10. Under New Business,

A) Schumacher presented and requested approval of
amendments to the Gateway Division Constitution. A motion
was made by Schumacher and seconded by Windsor to
approve the Gateway Division Amendments. The motion

passed unanimously.

B) Schumacher presented a motion on behalf of Gateway
which was seconded by Dolezal, requesting the MCoR
establish a committee which would report back with a
proposed change to the Constitution of the MCoR at the next
Board of Directors’ meeting. The report would provide a
method for representing, on the Board of Directors, the region
membership on a per capita basis. The motion passed
unanimously. The President appointed Schumacher as chair,
Warden, Marquess and Nathan as committee members.

C) Windsor presented proposed changes to the bylaws for
the MCoR NMRA Trustee: in Bylaws VIl add: Section 8. NMRA
Trustee:

A. The Trustee shall be deemed an officer of the MCoR and
shall have the right to active participation and voting privileges
on all matters pertaining to regional affairs when in
attendance at Board of Directors meetings.

B. The Trustee shall represent the MCoR as a member of the
Board of trustees of the NMRA at all regular and called
meetings of that Board either in person or in the event he is
unable to attend by written proxy given to another Officer,
Director, or member of the MCoR who resides within the
geographic boundaries of the region after making known to
this person the views of MCoR.

C. The trustee shall be elected by procedures established by
the NMRA. Candidates shall be submitted to the NMRA
Nominating Committee by the chairman of the MCoR
Nominating Committee.

Delete: Section 2D.

Guidelines Page 11.4.0)-Nominating Committee change to:
Section 1. President, Vice President, and Trustee

A. In the selection of candidates for President, Vice-President,
and Trustee the following guidelines are suggested:

1..,2.., 3.., 4. The Trustee... (This adds the trustee to the
nominating committees task).

Guidelines Page I11.5.0- Ballot Committee change to: Section
4. Mailing labels should be obtained from the MCoR
Computer Manager. Requests for labels should be made by
March 15th so that they are on hand by April 1st. (This
deletes all references to a separate ballot for the election of a
trustee.)

A motion was made by Goaring and seconded by Marchbanks
to accept the proposals and submit them to the membership
for approval. The motion passed unanimously.

D) Williams thanked all the Directors for their assistance
during his tenure as President.

11. A motion was made by Goaring and seconded by
Schumacher to adjourn at 11:31 a.m. The motion passed
unanimously.

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Researching the
Kalmbach Memorial
Library

When did the Indiana and Ohio Railroad remove the dynamic
brakes from the used GP-9 they purchased?

When | found out that | was going to be lucky enough to
attend the NMRA National Convention in Atlanta, | realized
that | would have to pass through Chattanooga on my way
back. | had never been to the NMRA Headquarters (which we
have all helped pay for) and decided that on my way back
that this was too good an opportunity to pass up.

| got directions from the NMRA staff who were manning the
booth at the convention, and left Atlanta at 6:00 a.m. My
friend, who was riding with me, and | arrived before the staff
(speed limits between Atlanta and Chattanooga are
apparently non-existent and to avoid being run down we got
there much sooner than | had planned!). The first staff
member there (despite being up late the night before
welcoming the arrival of her new niece) was Connie Rudder.
Connie runs the administrative side of things and if you ever
had a problem with your membership she is probably the one
you spoke to. Connie made us feel very welcome, gave us a
tour of the administrative side of the headquarters, and made
a pot of coffee which was most appreciated. Then she turned
us over to David Lowe and Sarah Gaither, the research
associates at the Kalmbach Memorial Library.

Sarah gave us a tour of the library and a general outline of
operations. It was a unique experience to me. | have done
research before at university libraries and historical societies
and have dealt with some helpful librarians, but the usual
attitude is “don’t touch.” This was different, we were invited
and encouraged to look through the materials. It really gave
me the feeling that this was my library and David and Sarah
were really committed to working for us. If you are interested
in Official Railway Guides, they have a bunch of them
including reprints of several from before 1900. If there is a
particular railroad and year that you are interested in, they can
make a copy of it for you. | got a copy from the 1870 guide of
the Kansas Central that | sent to the editor of the Kansas
Central Division's Brass Pounder.

In addition to picking up a new copy of the NMRA
tape/slide/video clinics, Sarah also gave us a copy of the
books that the library has for sale. These are the over stocked
volumes that the library has received through donations.
These extra volumes are offered for sale to the membership
and the funds raised are used to support the on-going work
of the library. This keeps the books in the NMRA family. | had
seen the notice in the last couple of issues of The Bulletin
about the books, but had not gotten around to sending for
the list. 1 can tell you that the condition of the surplus books
listed is very accurate, the prices are fair, and | ended up
taking three of them home with me. In addition, if there is a

book that you are looking for to add to your personal library,
they will take your name and address and contact you if they
should ever have an excess copy in the future.

Of course, aside from preservation, the main purpose of the
library is research on both modeling and prototype subjects.
As part of your membership, you are entitles to a certain
amount of “free” research each year. According to Sarah, they
are sending out answers to approximately 150 research
requests a month. When you consider that the Kalmbach
Memorial Library staff consists of the director and two
research associates, that is a pretty good work load, especially
since your research is not their only duty. Frankly, this is not a
benefit that | had taken advantage of because | model my
own freelance railroad and | always thought that this was one
of those “benefits” belonging to the NMRA that | would rarely,
if ever, use.

A couple of months before going to the convention, | was
trying to find information on the US Military Railroad
operations at City Point, VA during 1864-65 for a project.
Having eliminated all of the local sources, | had written the
library on the scant hope they might have something.

When we had finished the tour and David and Sarah had
explained the research process, | asked about the status of
the research project | had submitted. Now either David
checked his records while Sarah gave us the library tour, or he
has an extremely good memory, but he knew what | had
requested without me reminding him. It turns out that David,
who was previously employed by the Federal Park Service at
the Chattanooga Battlefield site, had some information, but
was doing more of the research at home through his own
materials, and promised an answer, with other possible
sources from the National Archives, shortly. In the meantime,
he asked if | wanted to check the periodical listings for
material on the Civil War. | didn’t figure there would be
anything that | didn't already have, but told him to go ahead.
In about five minutes, David had a list of articles (including
one in Trains Magazine, a source | had never even thought to
check). Ten of the articles were unknown to me, but in ten
minutes, for a small copying fee, | had copies of them all to
take home with me. My friend was so impressed with the
speed of the search and the quantity of materials that David
was able to find, that he asked David the question leading off
this article. David when into the library and in a few minutes
returned with the answer.

The Indiana and Ohio GP-9 was originally built for the
Seaboard Railroad, later the Seaboard Cost Line. the engine
was sold to the J.D.D. Company in Louisville, KY in 1960. The
dynamic brakes were removed at that time.

| was very impressed with my visit to the NMRA Headquarters.
I didn't have a chance to really speak with either Peter Jehrio
or Gregg Ames, we weren't the only conventioneers stopping
by on the way home, but they were well represented by the
three staff members that | did spend some time with, Connie
Rudd, Sarah Gaither and David Lowe. After my visit, | feel
good about the part of my dues that go to finance the
Kalmbach Memorial Library, and who knows, | may come up
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with another strange request that | can try to stump David
and Sarah with.

Both the NMRA Headquarters and the Kalmbach Memorial
Library welcome visitor. If you are ever in Chattanooga, it is
well worth your time to stop in and check out the facilities for
yourself and see what your dues are accomplishing. If you do,
tell Connie, Sarah and David that | said hello!

The library staff welcomes your research projects and
information requests. You can submit your request either by
letter or by calling the library at the number listed in The
Bulletin.
